SOCIAL SUCCESS OF A PERSON AS A GREAT EUROPEAN VALUE

It is appropriate to note that a generalized scientific definition of the psychological
essence of the concept of “social success of a person” as an entity has not yet been
accepted in the scientific literature. Terminologically, the concept of “social success of
the individual” makes up the term field of categories: “personality”, “success”, “social
success’.

Firstly, the main scientific approaches to define the concept of personality were
analyzed in our research. The concept of “personality” belongs to the leading concepts in
Psychology, which it is most commonly interpreted as a human individual who is a
conscious participant in social life. According to scientists (Mykhalchuk, Pelekh,
Kharchenko, lvashkevych Ed., lvashkevych Er., Prymachok, Hupavtseva & Zukow,
2020), a human individual gradually becomes a personality as a result of the development
of consciousness, self-awareness and mental characteristics that determine behavior and
the ability to participate in a social life and perform certain functions in the Ukrainian
society. In turn, the level of the development of these characteristics further determines
the degree of contribution of material and spiritual values by this individual to the whole
society. In this context, self-development is important, where the subject projects his/her
development goal and uses internal potential and external resources to achieve it.
According to scientists (Mykhalchuk, Pelekh, Kharchenko, Ivashkevych Ed., Zukow,
Ivashkevych Er. & Yatsjuryk, 2023), the means of self-development of a successful
person are activity and personal attitude. The development of one’s own intelligence is
determined by restructuring, amplification, reinterpretation. In general, the mental models
of the world are transformed, the connections between them are changed at each level of
the meta-mental model.
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Currently, in Age and Pedagogical Psychology the concept of “social success” of
an individual is relevant, regarding to the formation of an individual in interaction with
social reality as an individuality. In our opinion, the study of the content and the essence
of the concept of “social success” of an individual will be incompleted if it does not reflect
the peculiarities of the formation of the individual in the process of the activity. Therefore,
we will consider the essence and the regularities of the successful formation of an
individual as a subject of the activity, the development of an individual in ontogenesis and
sociogenesis. The concept of “sociogenesis” consists of the development of higher mental
functions, personality development, and the development of interpersonal
communication.

Ukrainian scientists (Mykhalchuk, Zlyvkov, Lukomska, Nabochuk & Khrystych,
2022) did not ignore the formation of personality in different types of the activities and
social interactions, they characterize three levels of sovereign personality: 1) Monosubject
Is the individual, whose activity is evaluated from the point of view of effectiveness; 2)
Polysubject appropriates the spiritual influences of other people; 3) Meta-Powerful
Subject is a person who is able to understand the meaning of being. According to scientists
(Onufriieva, Chaikovska, Kobets, Pavelkiv & Melnychuk, 2020), to be a subject from a
psychological point of view is to be active, to act, etc.

From the analysis of scientific researches, the provisions about the psychological
and social essence of the individual as a system-creating property of the individual are
key processes. The Personality in Psychology is highlighted through the prism of the
systemic approach as a whole, as a complex, dynamic, functional system that interacts
with the outside world. This world is involved in socially determined processes of social
communication, of the activity, which develops itself as a result of this interaction
(Mykhalchuk, Pelekh, Kharchenko, lvashkevych Ed., Ivashkevych Er., Prymachok,
Hupavtseva & Zukow, 2020). According to the general guidelines of the systemic
approach, the system of social relations is a predictor of the manifestation of qualitative
personality characteristics. The formation of the personality is a constant self-
improvement, which leads to the development of new characteristics. The quality of the
individual in the system of social relations is considered by scientists as the driving force
of the psychosocial development of the individual. The confirmation of this opinion can
be found in the researches of scientists (Mykhalchuk, Pelekh, Kharchenko, Ivashkevych
Ed., lvashkevych Er., Prymachok, Hupavtseva & Zukow, 2020), where the scientist under
“systemic quality”, according to the systemic approach, considers, that the first place of
the considered quality and the individual as its bearer in a larger, encompassing system,
in this case is culture; secondly, the internal structure it is the personality itself. According
to the researches’ conviction, the quality of the object can be said only within the
framework of the system that surrounds this object and is determined in the generalized
assessment of the object, which meets certain criteria of culture in the whole.

As for the specifics of the system of social relations, we think, that it consists in the
fact that all of them (which are regulated and generally accepted prescriptions) are
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relations of living concrete people. Therefore, they should be reflected in them in a certain
way and encourage the development of the personality. We think, that the formation of
the individual in a social environment is a desire to harmonize with the social
environment, that is can successfully enter the structure of Ukrainian society. Describing
a person as a social being, such as a personality, we’d like to emphasize on the person’s
abilities. In our paradigm of understanding, the abilities are essential characteristics of the
person’s psyche that determine the purposefulness and success of his/her activities. The
results of the individual’s activity are an important indication of his/her abilities. It is
impossible to characterize the person’s abilities without considering the results of his/her
activity.

From the standpoint of the Activity Approach within the paradigm of our research,
the starting point is the interpretation of the meaning of the concept of the activity. We’d
like to characterize the activity as a motive, a goal, the process of planning, a task, the
image, a decision, the action, the evaluation of results, etc. We’ll emphasize that the
productivity of the activity comes from the relationships of mental formations having been
formed in the process of the performance. The development of objective criteria for
assessing the success of specific types of the activities is important for Psychology of the
activity. Purposeful activity is the mechanism of which begins with a goal and ends with
an assessment of the situation or a reward, which has a deep social nature. So, the reward
can be internal or external and does not always serve as an incentive for purposeful
activity, but it is always an incentive for achievement and success. The concept of “social”
IS interpreted as one that concerns the lives of people and the relationships between them
in the society, or, in other words, social one.

Therefore, the activity of an individual is a motivational activity that is manifested
in the environment of the person’s operationality, which is regulated by his/her
consciousness. The dominant consequence of this activity; it is the category of success in
the society. The concepts we have gradually developed about the subject of the research
allow us to perceive a person as a whole system that develops to the extent that the level
of one’s own subjectivity allows. Therefore, the issue of the subject of social activity is
important within our research.

The Subjective Approach in Psychology considers the characteristics of the
individual as a subject, which has a feedback relationship with the socio-cultural
environment and reflects itself in it in relation to the activity (Mykhalchuk, Zlyvkov,
Lukomska, Nabochuk & Khrystych, 2022). The phenomenology of the concept of
“subject” occupies the most important place in our studies (Mykhalchuk, Pelekh,
Kharchenko, lvashkevych Ed., Ivashkevych Er., Prymachok, Hupavtseva & Zukow,
2020). So, we represent the Subject-Activity Approach in Psychology. According to us,
the basis of the Subject-Activity Approach is the position of transforming the surrounding
world into a person, including oneself in the process of the activity. Therefore, the human
individual becomes a personality in the process of the activity, reveals himself/herself as
a subject. So, the success of the activity is determined by the abilities of the individual.
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
