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Ethnopolitical disintegration: the search for features in the
definitions of related sciences

The definitions of disintegration in the humanitarian and socio—economic
sciences for a deeper study of the phenomenon are analyzed. For this purpose,
an interdisciplinary method has been applied as it makes possible to obtain a
fundamentally new integrative knowledge and characteristics of ethnopolitical
disintegration. On the example of disintegration manifestations in different
countries it was demonstrated that the revealed features are also characteristic of
ethnopolitical disintegration.

Among them: the objective or coercive nature of ethnopolitical disintegration,
which may be a process of targeted influence on the state; understanding of
integration and disintegration as states of social development, which transform,
replace in each other, the balance of the disintegration—integration processes, their
interrelations and the dominance of one process over another in certain periods:
disintegration creates the conditions for integration and under certain conditions
can result in the reintegration of lost territories; the dynamism, uneven development
and realization of forms of disintegration—integration processes.

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Institute of political opposition in the system of power relations

The article provides a systematic analysis of modern approaches to
understanding the essence of the institution of political opposition. A description
of the different types of opposition and the functions it performs in society is given.
Particular attention is paid to the preconditions for the emergence and stages of
institutionalization of the political opposition. The forms of interaction between the
opposition and the authorities are analyzed. It is emphasized that in democratic
regimes, the opposition is an integral part of the political system and is a factor in
its stability and effective functioning.

Concluded the opposition institution is predetermined by the group nature
of politics as a social phenomenon when faced with various social and political
interests associated with participation in the government, its conquest and
distribution of resources, decision-making. The existence of the opposition
is objectively determined by the development of civil society and democratic
institutions of power. Political opposition acts as a catalyst for political change, the
initiator of decision—making and the establishment of norms in society that promote
mitigation and elimination of social tension, development of civic consent and social
partnership.
