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TYPES OF ACTIVITIES AT FOREIGN LANGUAGE LESSONS IN NUS

In connection with the innovations, teachers faced a task aimed at finding forms, diversifying
the techniques of conducting lessons, constant self-education, and changing ways of interacting
with the child. Therefore, the main task of the teacher is the correct choice of modern pedagogical
technologies and new methods and forms of organization of work with children, which correspond
to the set goal of the student's development, the desire to constantly learn and self-improvement,
as well as readiness for changes in the context of the implementation of the content of NUS. In
primary school, students do not have a natural need and need to use the language that is studied
for communicative purposes. The need can arise only if such an organization of educational
activities is able to cause high motivation. It should ensure the interest and activity of students
both in class and maintain it outside of class [2]. How to teach so that knowledge remains in
memory for a long time, and does not disappear the next day? Today, there are already several
strategies for learning English. The most effective are: alternating, combining, repeating and
formulating questions to the material [1].

The improvement of the educational process in educational institutions will be facilitated by
the abandonment of outdated approaches: frontal forms of organization of the educational
process, classical arrangement of students in the classroom, static poses in classes and lessons,
etc. To ensure optimal motor activity of children, it is advisable to predict the dynamics of the
class/lesson (changing types of activities).
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We draw the attention of pedagogical workers that an effective means of ensuring continuity and
perspective requires the implementation of an activity approach through the introduction into the
educational process of various types of children's activities of a creative nature (games, technical and
artistic modeling, etc.); saturation of the educational space with practice-oriented situations close to
real life. Such situations, which meet the needs of children in practical actions, will contribute to the
maximum activation of cognitive interests. It is necessary to organize systematic observations, search
and research activities, using the developmental environment of the group/class.

It is appropriate to create emotionally significant situations during organized educational and
cognitive activities, to rationally combine verbal, visual and practical methods. That is why in
foreign language lessons it is advisable to use: a figurative example at the beginning of the lesson,
a discussion of one's own experience, a dramatization in order to compare the child with the
heroes, a reference to authority, a challenge, as the development of critical thinking, an incentive
to find a solution. The planning and design of the educational space of the school is aimed at the
development of the child and his motivation to study. The educational space of the New Ukrainian
School is not limited to issues of ergonomics. The organization of the educational space of the
classroom requires extensive use of new IT technologies, new multimedia learning tools, updating
of educational equipment, which is carried out through the following centers: learning center with
appropriate furniture, changing themed centers with whiteboards/flip charts/stands, etc., play
center equipped with board games, mobile play equipment, arts and crafts with storage shelves
and a stand for a changing exhibition of children's works, a corner of living nature, a recreation
area with a carpet for sitting and playing.

How a student feels in a certain situation determines the amount of effort he puts into his
studies. Students tend to put the greatest effort into their learning at those moments when the
learning situation is pleasant and interesting for them.
