STYLISTIC VARIATION OF THE CONNECTING WORD «THAT» INSUBORDINATE ATTRIBUTIVE CLAUSES
(ON THE MATERIAL OF THE SECOND HALF OF THE TWENTIETH CENTURY FICTION)

The article deals with the subordinate attributive clauses, including the use of connecting word that. It analizes: gram-
matical properties of subordinate sentences on the material of art works by contemporary Ukrainian writers, stylistic use of
connecting word that in complex sentences with subordinate attributive clauses, relations between their components; and
reveales the rules and laws of the ratio of words and the factors that determine their structure.
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
