CHALLENGES AND SOLUTIONS IN ASSESSING LEARNER AUTONOMY IN THE
ENGLISH CLASSROOM

Learner autonomy (LA) has been a subject of interest within second language education, with
multiple definitions proposed to elucidate this concept. Holec (1981: 12) characterizes LA as the
capacity of students to take charge of their own learning process. Little (1991) defines it as the ability
to detach oneself, engage in critical reflection, and make decisions to apply acquired knowledge in
broader contexts.

Measuring autonomy is a critical aspect of today’s educational landscape. However, the main
difficulty lies in accurately evaluating autonomy. Berry and Adamson (2011:3) stress the significance
of assessment, recognizing its ability to fulfill multiple objectives, all while remaining a subject of
ongoing global discourse. The idea of evaluating learner autonomy through strategies allows for the
exploration of how learners cultivate their independence throughout their education, rather than solely
concentrating on assessments of acquired traits or competencies (Candy, 1991: 1).

Challenges associated with measuring autonomy arise from the concept itself. Existing
research highlights that defining learner autonomy is not a straightforward task, Benson captures the
essence of the issue by stating, “The first of these concerns the complexity of the construct of
autonomy” (Benson, 2011: 65). An additional obstacle pertains to the subjective nature of the
evaluations utilized to gauge autonomy — educators depend on subjective observations of students’
conduct in the classroom or on self-assessment instruments, which may be swayed by students’
understanding and convictions.

Assessing LA enables the teacher to determine the needs of the students and adapt the learning
process accordingly, and the students to become more active in their own learning by understanding
that they already know what they will learn and how they will do it. Assessment of students’
autonomy becomes formative if certain components are present in the educational process, the
purpose of which is to purposefully and qualitatively shape the result, revealing the process of its
achievement (Dmytrenko, 2018: 77):

e Discuss specific learning goals with students and help with their definition if the student

is not sure.
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e Toencourage any initiative and choice of the student, as independent actions increase the
level of autonomy. (Dmytrenko, 2018: 78).

e Help students find learning methods and strategies that are effective for them.

e Contribute to the transformation of the student into his own teacher. (Dmytrenko, 2018:
79).

Researchers distinguish degrees of autonomy to identify qualitative changes. For example,
Fumiko Murase developed the MILLA system, which is based on student surveys and includes a
survey at the beginning of the course, an intermediate survey and a final survey. To reflect the
multifaceted essence of educational autonomy, she divided the system into four categories, which
include constructs (Murase, 2008: 252). Looking at multiple studies, it can be seen that they are all
based on different assessment methods of learning autonomy and cite different factors as a reference
point. Evaluating students’ autonomy is a complex task that requires objectivity, establishing clear
evaluation criteria, and involving students in the self-evaluation process.

Assessing students’ autonomy in English lessons is an important element of the language-
learning process. The use of various methods, such as self-assessment, portfolio creation, observation
and problem-solving, allows getting a more complete picture of the level of independence and
initiative of students. Considering these aspects, teachers can plan and organize the educational
process more effectively, promoting the development of students’ autonomous skills in learning

English.
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
