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THE USAGE OF MULTIMEDIA TECHNOLOGIES AT THE ENGLISH LESSONS IN A 

SECONDARY SCHOOL

One 

of the pioneers in the use of sketching as a productive and interactive didactic tool for conceptualizing 

information by both students and teachers was the American educator Paul Bogusch. He was one of 

the first to question the use of purely traditional approaches to learning and successfully demonstrated 

the effectiveness of incorporating sketching into the learning process (Soroka, 2015: 5). 

Instantaneous multimedia audio files, movies, and interactive exercises are among the 

resources available for learning English on websites, learning portals, and video libraries. These 
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useful and entertaining materials allow students to practice language in authentic settings and enhance 

their language skills.  

Multimedia technology integration into the classroom offers several advantages. Students 

are first and foremost encouraged to participate actively since it fosters the development of their 

critical thinking, creative, and problem-solving abilities. To show that they comprehend a range of 

ideas and topics, students can make their own multimedia presentations, infographics, or movies. 

Secondly, the multimedia approach considers individual needs and a variety of learning methods. 

Adding kinesthetic, aural, and visual elements allows learning approaches to be customized to meet 

the individual needs of every learner. Individualized evaluations, learning pathways, and focused 

feedback are all offered by adaptive learning systems. 

Another benefit is the promotion of collaboration and effective communication. 

Collaborative multimedia projects help develop teamwork, negotiation skills, and the ability to 

communicate ideas clearly. Remote collaboration using digital tools prepares students for the 

demands of a globalized world. Finally, the integration of multimedia technologies into the learning 

process helps prepare students for the future labor market. They develop digital literacy, project 

management, problem solving and time management skills that are highly valued by employers. 

A well-balanced mix of conventional and contemporary teaching techniques is required for 

maximum efficacy. Text books, lectures, and conversations are not entirely replaced by multimedia 

technology. For instance, teachers might utilize presentations to outline concepts and provide 

examples while instructing students about new grammatical structures. To aid students in 

remembering the content, the instructor might facilitate a conversation and offer corrections. This 

hybrid strategy maximizes the benefits of both methods while diversifying the learning process. 

In order to maximize the benefits of multimedia technology in English language learning, it 

is necessary to create a supportive learning environment. This includes providing adequate 

technological infrastructure, access to resources, and support for both teachers and students. Recent 

experience shows that the material and technical base of educational institutions has been improved 

significantly, so multimedia presentations can be introduced into the learning process (Kademia, 

2011). 

It is also necessary to provide proper training and support to students so that they can 

effectively use multimedia tools and resources. Trainings, instructions, and online materials can help 

develop the necessary digital skills. 

Regular evaluation and monitoring will ensure the effectiveness of the implementation of 

multimedia technologies. This will identify strengths and areas for improvement, as well as assess 

the impact on student learning outcomes.
