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FOREWORD

We are pleased to present you with the Proceedings of the International
Forum "Reflecting on the Future of the EU - EaP Relations: Young
Scholars’ Voice” (June 6-8, 2019 in Kyiv) which reflect a wide range of EU and
EaP-related issues.

We firmly believe that this collection of proceedings would offer a better
understanding of state of the art of research of European Studies in EaP
countries, particularly among junior scholars.

The main purpose of this three-day forum was to bring together doctoral
students and earlier-career scholars in the field of European Studies from all six
EaP countries — Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Moldova and Ukraine and
present their academic achievements, exchange their experience, share their
expertise and discuss their potential contribution in consolidating the
relationship between the EU and their countries of origin.

The Conference “The 10th Anniversary of the Eastern Partnership:
Lessons Learnt, Current Challenges and Future Perspectives” was the
core component of this initiative and welcomed around 100 participants from the
EU and EaP countries. Its key goal was to provide the opportunity for the
participants from both sides to express their vision on the past, discuss the
current state of the Eastern Partnership and reflect together on the future of this
initiative. The conference succeeded in presenting diverse cross-country
comparative perspectives on the Eastern Partnership from both established
scholars in the field of European Studies and the younger generation of scholars.

The pre-conference workshop “"What Makes a Good Research Project:
Multidimensional Approach” aimed at fostering junior scholars’ professional
development. A main emphasis was put on equipping doctoral students and
earlier-career scholars from EaP countries with relevant practical skills necessary
for their successful integration in the academic life.

The open discussion "“Stronger Together: Contribution of Young
Scholars and Professionals in Strengthening the EU-EaP Relations” was
focused on the questions of the interaction between young scholars in European
Studies, policy makers and civil society and on how to engage more actively in
the public and civic activities related to the EU-EaP relationship. The participants
agreed that younger scholars are particularly well-positioned to effectively and
efficiently communicate knowledge on European Integration to a wider audience
in their respective countries and suggested that collaborative efforts and
networking among them would be one of the best way to succeed in this
endeavor.

The important goal of the forum was to consolidate ties among young
scholars in the field of European Studies from EaP countries, and discuss and
plan follow-up activities.

The forum is the joint initiative and was co-organized by Ukrainian Association
of Professors and Researchers on European Integration, European Community
Studies Association, Moldova, and European Union Studies Association,

Annotation: The Eastern Partnership (EaP) has undergone of significant
transformations since its initiation at the Prague EaP Summit in 2009, as an EU
policy focused on developing relations with neighboring countries in the region
of Eastern Europe and Southern Caucasus.

The main objective of the SG is to promote political and economic reforms
in partner countries through the conclusion of Association Agreements; creation
of free trade zones (FTASs); liberalization of the visa regime with the EU; support
for stability and security in the region; development of the power industry;
environmental protection.

An important instrument of the Eastern Partnership is international
measures aimed to discuss the experience of implementing Agreements, to
exchange best practices and ideas on the effective organization of this process.
The European Union unified projects for the Eastern Partnership in the Joint Staff
Working Document on “Eastern Partnership — 20 Tasks for 2020: Focusing on
Key Priorities and Tangible Results”. This document for the first time offered a
coherent vision of the direction in which the countries of the region should
develop in the context of interaction with the EU and the implementation of
sectoral policies.

The policy of the Eastern Partnership promotes the development of
dialogue and enhancing cooperation between Ukraine and the EU in the field of
security and defense, territorial integrity and inviolability of our state borders.
The political and legal mechanism that deepens cooperation between the Parties
is the Association Agreement between Ukraine and the EU, which determines
the gradual economic and political rapprochement of Ukraine with the European
Union and is in the line with the national interests of Ukraine.
