ABSTRACT OF THE MASTER’S THESIS

Relevance of the topic lies in complex research of headwear, ceremonial
clothing and jewelry, which represented authority during the period of slave-owning
and feudal systems based on analysis of archaeological and iconographic sources.

Purpose of the master’s thesis is characterization and classification of
peculiarities  of archaeological artefacts that personified state  authority and
symbolized political and social leadership.

Objects of research are archaeological, iconographic and written sources
from XXVIII c. B.C. - XVI c. A.C. found by scientists in XIX-XXI centuries.

Subject of research is an analysis of characteristic features of headwear,
ceremonial clothing and jewelry worn by rulers of slave-owning and feudal
states in Near East and Europe.

In the master’s thesis, based on critical analysis of source
material (archaeological and iconographic sites) special visual symbols of authority
(headwear, ceremonial clothing and jewelry) were analyzed; were characterised
reasons of use of specific and unique clothing items to highlight one’s position in
society among different nations in Near East and Europe; was proven an influence of
regional, cultural and traditional factors on distinctiveness of headwear, ceremonial
clothing and jewelry commonly used by monarchs during the period of slave-owning
and feudal systems.
