The actuality of the topic is to study the role of the English queens of the
Norman Conquest (Matilda of Flanders, Matilda of Scotland, Adeliza of Louvain,
Matilda of Boulogne, Empress Maud) in the governance of the state, their influence
on the domestic policy of England and Normandy.
