Abstract of the master’s thesis

Tataryn D.VV. Women in the armies of the countries of the Anti-Hitler coalition
1939-1945 (on the example of studying the topic "World War 11" in the school course
of world history).

The qualification work is devoted to the study of the participation of women in
the military sphere of the countries of the anti-Hitler coalition during the Second
World War. Focusing on the unique features of each country, the publication states
the motives and ways of involving women in the armed forces, their roles in the
army, as well as the social and political consequences of this participation. Special
attention is paid to social and cultural changes that influenced the perception of the
role of women in the army, as well as the specifics of performing combat and
auxiliary tasks.

The master's thesis analyzes the important but insufficiently researched topic of
women's participation in the military forces of the anti-Hitler coalition countries
during World War Il. The relevance of the work is determined by the need for a
deeper understanding of the role of women in military conflicts, which contributes to
the formation of a more complete picture of the socio-historical processes of the 20th
century and their impact on the present.

The purpose of the study is to analyze the features of the participation,
contribution and conditions of service of women in the military formations of the
anti-Hitler coalition, as well as to determine the socio-cultural factors that influenced
their participation in the war.

The object of the study is the role of female military personnel who
participated in military operations as part of the armies of the anti-Hitler coalition.
The subject of the study is their activities, motivation, conditions of service and
attitude towards women in the military environment.
