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EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE AS THE BASIS OF PROFESSIONAL SUCCESS OF
PRIMARY SCHOOL TEACHER

The article is dedicated to the study of the phenomenon of emotional intelligence as an important factor in
the professional success of a primary school teacher. The theoretical approaches of native and foreign scientists
to understanding the concept of “emotional intelligence” are analyzed. As a result, it was determined that
emotional intelligence should be considered as an important factor in the professional success of a primary
school teacher; it affects the ability to regulate internal emotional and volitional processes, social adaptability
and professional self-realization. It is elucidated that the most significant component of emotional intelligence
for successful pedagogical activity is the ability to manage one’s own emotions and understand the others’
emotions; the relationship between the teacher’s emotional intelligence and “emotional literacy” is established.

Important conditions for the achievement of the professional success of a primary school teacher are
determined. They include certain internal and external factors that further the achievement of the results of
pedagogical activity. In particular, scientists distinguish external and internal conditions related to the
realization of professional activity. The external conditions are determined by the essence of the pedagogical
activity, including its main goals and objectives, certain standards and professional competences, public needs,
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etc. Internal conditions reflect the inner sphere of the personality, its motivational, cognitive and value
orientation. It is the internal factors that are the most important factor of success, as they determine the attitude

to external conditions and the nature of their interaction.

It is established that the development of the emotional intelligence of primary school teacher demands
solving the following tasks:1) identification of problems and ways of the differentiation pedagogical and
psychological approaches to the problem of the development of the emotional intelligence of primary
schoolchildren; 2) determination of ways, conditions and means of the improvement the quality of professional
training of future teachers in the context of the development of emotional intelligence.

The suggestions regarding the use of methods of the development of the emotional intelligence for the
professional success of modern primary school teacher are formulated based on the analysis of scientific sources,

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DISTANCE LEARNING IN UKRAINE: RISKS AND POTENTIAL SOLUTIONS
