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“BRING, MACHINE, OUR BIG SINGING”:
RADIOVOICES IN THE LITERATURE OF THE 1920S-1930S

The subject of evidence for the proposed intermediality study was the methods of artistic attribution of radio,
related to the processes of its emergence and peak of development in the 1920s—1930s. The reconstruction of the trendy
radiotoponymy in this literary period involved research on the history and theory of radio (N.Datsenko, B.Brecht etc.) and
proven methods of literary anthropology — the opposition of voice and logos in the concept of J.Lacan and phonocentrism
of J.Derrida (based on the book “The Voice and Nothing Else” by Mladen Dolar).

The heuristic fascination with this technical invention united realists and avant-garde artists, whose works were
published simultaneously with the article “On Radio and Its Meanin”, published in the Volyn “Narodny Visnyk” in
1927, which serves as a kind of accompanying commentary. After all, its content correlates with the sublime media
diversity in the poetry “Radio” (1928) by Valerian Polishchuk, and echoes the deacousmatization of the demonized
radio in Stepan Vasylchenko's stories “The Olive Ring” (1926) and “Miss Adrienne” (1934) by Geo Shkurupia. Instead,
the publication of V. Polishchuk's collection “Radio in the Rye” (1923), in which the shrillness of the May Day radio
broadcast symbolizes the cry of a newborn society, coincided with the “peak of radio's formation”, as Hermann Hesse
called the years 1922—1923 in the novel “Steppenwolf” (1927).
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The voice is important not only in the work of one of the first announcers of the domestic radio writer Hryhoriy Kosynka,
but also a priority in the audio structures of his texts. For example, in favor of the voice against the logos, the through
appeals to singing (“For the Land”, “Triangular Battle”, “Behind the Gates” etc.) testify. And in the metaphorized
“steppe bell”, generated by alliterative special effects in the short story “In Rye”, the background landscape acoustics
overlap with an inaudible aphonic nervous “bell”, actually with “the mechanisms of psychosis, the "sense of voices"”

(M. Dolar), of the deserter who has been living such a “wolf” life for two years.

The shrill and violent radio sound of the “renaissance 1920s” gradually faded and faded in the following decade,
becoming a hostage, and therefore a mouthpiece, of the totalitarian state.
