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THE ROLE OF UKRAINIAN MONASTERIES IN THE
NATIONAL AND CULTURAL PROCESS THE END OF
THE 16™ — THE FIRST HALF OF THE 17™ CENTURY

(ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE DERMAN HOLY TRINITY
MONASTERY)

At the current stage, the study of spiritual, cultural and educational centers that
have formed in different regions of Ukraine is relevant. On the territory of VVolyn, there
were several centers where Ukrainian educational, spiritual, and cultural work was
actively carried out. Such centers were Ostrog, Volodymyr, Lutsk, Kovel, Kremyanets,
Pochaiv, Peresopnytsia, Derman, and others. Among them, Derman takes a worthy
place - the ancient center of the spiritual life of the region, the center of Slavic culture
in Volyn.

The history of the Derman monastery, given the importance of the study of local
cultural and religious centers of local history, is extremely interesting and relevant,
because the contribution of this spiritual center to the development of Ukrainian
culture, printing, and education is unparalleled, as it was directed both to intercultural
integration and to the development national life. It is hardly an exaggeration to say that
in the history of Ukraine at the end of the 16th and the first half of the 17th century,
the Derman Holy Trinity Monastery played a very prominent role. Almost all the key
events of the cultural and religious life of this period in one way or another affected
this monastery.

The period of the end of the 16th and the beginning of the 17th century in the
history of Ukraine was characterized by a difficult political situation marked by the
Unions of Lublin (1569) and Berestei (1596). The struggle against the union, which
became not so much a religious as a political action, gave impetus to the rallying of
different strata of the masses under the leadership of the national idea. Orthodox
monasteries acted as centers of formation of national self-awareness in the fight against
cultural and religious discrimination. The fate of the Derman Holy Trinity Monastery,
which was not only a religious center, but also combined structures of a cultural-
educational, educational, economic-administrative and political nature, did not escape
this process. [4]

His activity was closely intertwined with the requirements of historical realities and
inter-religious relations.

Connected with the Ostrozhsky family, in whose fate all the contradictions,
difficulties, undertakings and tragedies of this era were reflected, the Derman
Monastery in the late 16th - early 17th centuries. was an important center for the
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preservation of spiritual Orthodox traditions, although later it will move to the Union
foundations. [3]

The patron-owner of the monastery at that time was Prince V.-K. Ostrozhsky, what
supported him financially. In this regard, the activities of the monastic brotherhood
developed entirely in the direction of the policy pursued by the prince. He made sure
that his spiritual monasteries also joined anti-Union activities, because the period of
the end of the 16th - beginning of the 17th century. in the history of Volhynia, it is
connected with the confrontation between the Uniates and the Orthodox.

An educational center with a clear anti-Catholic focus was established at the
Derman monastery, which mainly featured highly qualified academics, some of whom
led a secular life. It should be noted that the institution was significantly different from
those that functioned at other church centers. [2]

Not only Derman monks were involved in educational and scientific processes, but
also scientists, writers, philosophers from Ostroh and other cities of Volhynia. Yes,
Vasyl Surazkyi, Kliryk Ostrozkyi, and lov Boretskyi actively worked at the Derman
School. The latter was fruitfully engaged in translation activities in the monastery.
Hieromonk Kyprian, a graduate of the Universities of VVenice and Padua, took an active
part in literary work. Around the same time, Antoniy Grekovych, who came from a
Greek family from the city of Rohatyn, was in Derman.

Owing to the participation of scientists, educators, men of letters, and writers
who stayed in Derman during the functioning of the printing house, the monastery
school, and the cultural and educational circle, the monastery became a well-known
scientific and educational center in VVolyn. Such well-known figures as lov Boretskyi,
Demyan Nalivaiko, Kyrylo Loukaris, Isaak (Isaakiy) Boryskovich, lov Kniagynytskyi
were involved in the work. At that time, the Derman branch was a fairly significant
publishing center that published a series of polemical works, scientific and journalistic
publications in the Old Slavic and Old Ukrainian languages. Through publications,
literary and translation works, scientists and monks who worked in the Derman printing
house during the years 1602-1605 introduced Ukrainian and Church Slavonic texts to
all strata of the population. [5]

Their distribution helped to preserve and revive the Ukrainian culture of the
Orthodox model in the conditions of confrontation between supporters and opponents
of the religious union.

Thus, the popularity of Derman prints and the value of their content deserved the
attention of not only representatives of Ukrainian society, a narrow circle of monks and
printers, but also influenced the entire population, government circles and famous
figures.

The library played an important role in the formation of the Holy Trinity Monastery
as a spiritual center. The largest part of the library of the Derman monastery consisted
of books and publications that belonged directly to the monastery. There were books
published in Ukrainian, Church Slavonic, Polish, Latin, Greek, German and Italian
languages. Thus, the number of books included in the monastery library during the
reign of the family of princes Ostrozki reached from three hundred to four hundred.
These are books of a secular nature only, not including liturgical ones.
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Despite its remoteness from the main centers of ideological and cultural life, the
Derman Monastery demonstrated both external and internal educational and cultural
connections in the late 16th and early 17th centuries. The monastery had close contacts
not only with Ostrog and Dubno, but also with Kyiv, the ideological center of the
Ukrainian lands, the Vilna Brotherhood, and religious centers in Belarus. Contacts with
Greece, Serbia, and Bulgaria were important. The cultural and educational center in
Derman was not only visited by religious and educational leaders of these countries,
but also stayed at the monastery, working in the field of consolidating Orthodox
traditions. [1]

After the transition to the Union principles, during the 20-40 years of the 17th
century, the Derman Basilian Monastery turned into one of the main centers of the
Union movement, which ensured the influence of the Uniates in this region of Volyn
for a long period. However, thanks to the preaching, educational, scientific and literary
activities of M. Smotrytskyi and I. Dubovych, it did not enter the stage of cultural and
religious decline. It was visited by writers, literati, theologians, and preachers. The
Derman Monastery was noted for its religious dualism.

Thus, at the turn of the 16th and the first half of the 17th centuries, the Dermansky
Holy Trinity Monastery was one of the important centers of Ukrainian culture, was a
center for the formation of nationally distinctive public opinion and increased national
self-awareness of the Ukrainian people, and became a kind of indicator of the socio-
political and spiritual situation in Ukraine.
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
