The issue of gender-role socialization of primary school children is an important topic in
pedagogy, psychology, and sociology, as this period of life is key to the formation of children's ideas
about gender, social roles, and society's expectations of the behavior and roles of men and women.
Sex-role socialization is the process by which children leam social norms that define how they should
behave according to their gender. Primary school age is a period of intensive development when
children begin to actively interact with peers, teachers and adults, forming their understanding of
“male” and “female” behavioral stereotypes, social norms and roles. Involvement in gender roles
begins in early childhood, but in school age, these ideas are further refined, consolidated, or,
conversely, subject to rethinking,

The first section analyzes the socialization of primary school children: the essence and its
specificity, outlines gender education and upbringing as components of gender-role socialization, and
identifies the peculiarities of gender-role socialization of primary school children as a prerequisite for
the introduction of a gender approach in primary school. The second section diagnoses the levels of
sex-role socialization of primary schoolchildren, substantiates the organizational and pedagogical
conditions of sex-role socialization in primary school and analyzes the results of the study.
