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TEACHING A FOREIGN LANGUAGE TO PRIMARY SCHOOL 
STUDENTS AT NUS, ACCORDING TO TYPES OF INTELLIGENCE 

Within the context of teaching English language (ELT) to elementary learners at NUS, 
instructors are continuously exploring new ways to facilitate their teaching and satisfy the various 
requirements of students. One strategy that is becoming more popular these days is that of catering 
the language learning process to such issues as learning styles and multiple intelligences. This 
approach acknowledges the fact that learners possess novel inclinations, talents, and information 
processing methods, and is designed to change the methods of teacher so that learning results are 
the best possible. 

Students learn in many ways, like seeing, hearing, and experiencing things first hand. But 
for most students, one of these methods stands out. (K. Gopalakrishnan, Dr. G. Palanivelu, 2018) 

The theory of multiple intelligences by Gardner (Gardner,1985) suggests that there are a 
number of distinct forms of intelligence that each individual possesses in varying degrees. Howard 
Gardner proposes primary forms: linguistic, musical, logical-mathematical, spatial, body-
kinesthetic, intrapersonal (e.g., insight, metacognition) interpersonal (e.g., social skills) and 
naturalistic. 

– Linguistic learners – learn most efficiently when he or she reads, writes, and talks; is 
fond of words, storytelling, and language activities. 

– Musical learners – have a sense that is perfect in terms of sound, rhythm, and music; 
learn through songs, melodies, and patterns. 

– Logical-Mathematical learners – learn from logical tasks; is always interested in 
counting, doing experiments, and solving problems. 

– Spatial learners – use imagery and pictures for thinking and understanding; he / she 
is good with visual information, such as diagrams, maps, and colors. 

– Bodily-Kinesthetic learners – learn through movement and hands-on activities; prefer 
doing rather than watching. 

– Intrapersonal learners – learn through self-knowledge and reflection; enjoys 
predominantly learning something new and makes personal goals. 

– Interpersonal learners – take into account the interaction with others; possess some 
social skills, and they are good at group work and discussions. 

– Naturalistic learners – have a particular sensitivity to nature and the environment; 
they are quite enthusiastic about observing, classifying, and exploring the natural 
world. 

According to H. Gardner (Gardner,1985), the content of the theory is that learning/teaching 
should focus on certain intelligences of each person. For example, if a person has strong spatial or 
musical intelligence, they should be encouraged to develop these abilities. H. Gardner notes that 
different intellectual abilities represent not only different areas of content, but also teaching 
methods. 

In the field of education and especially in New Ukrainian School, one of the key aspects 
affecting teaching methods is the recognition of diverse learning styles. The spectrum of learning 
styles is wide and varied, from visual learners who thrive with images to kinesthetic learners who 
prefer hands-on experiences. NUS focuses on the student and tries to find an approach to each 
student. Studying learning style is an important aspect in understanding the student as a holistic 
individual with their own needs and unique characteristics. 
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
