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BLENDED LEARNING IN A HIGH SCHOOL UNDER MODERN 
CIRCUMSTANCES

The COVID-19 pandemic significantly accelerated the shift towards blended and fully 
online education. The Ukrainian educational establishments were forced to rapidly adapt to remote 
learning, which led to both innovative practices and exposed weaknesses in digital infrastructure.

Blended learning has proven to be one of 
the most viable options, combining stability with adaptability (Dhawan, 2020).

Students and instructors are increasingly required to master digital literacy, manage 
time effectively, and collaborate in online settings. These changes have redefined the skill set 
necessary for both learners and educators in the 21st century.
