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ORGANIZATION OF CLASSROOM INDEPENDENT WORK ON 
FOREIGN LANGUAGE LESSONS IN HIGH SCHOOL 

Independent work is becoming more and more important in modern education, especially 
in foreign language learning. The development of student autonomy, metacognitive skills, and 
motivation is essential for effective communication in a foreign language. This paper aims to 
explore the theoretical, methodological, and practical aspects of organizing independent classroom 
work during high school English lessons. 

Independent work means that students take responsibility for their own learning. It is an 
activity that happens without direct teacher supervision, though the teacher plans and monitors it. 
This work allows students to improve their reading, listening, speaking, and writing skills more 
actively and personally. It also encourages critical thinking, self-discipline, and creativity. 

The theoretical basis of independent work includes learner autonomy, constructivism, and 
Vygotsky’s Zone of Proximal Development (Vygotsky, 1978). According to Vygotsky, students 
can achieve more when they are guided at first, but later move to independent performance. In 
language education, this means teachers should create tasks that are challenging, but still possible 
to complete independently. 

Psychological and pedagogical principles also show that independent learning helps 
develop motivation, especially intrinsic motivation, when students learn because they are 
interested. Independent work also involves self-regulation: students plan, monitor, and assess their 
learning process. Strategies like summarizing, predicting, or questioning during reading or 
listening help students become more successful learners (Oxford, 1990). 

Communicative competence – the ability to use language correctly and fluently in different 
situations – is a key goal of foreign language education. Independent tasks help develop this 
competence by encouraging practice outside of classroom interaction. When students complete 
listening tasks at home, record voice messages, or write essays, they increase their fluency and 
accuracy. 

There are many forms of independent work: individual or group, homework, projects, or 
blended learning using technology. In today’s classroom, tools like Quizlet, Duolingo, and Google 
Classroom are popular. These tools support gamification, repetition, and communication, which 
increases student motivation and success. 

In planning independent tasks, teachers should consider the students’ language level, 
interests, and needs. Tasks should be meaningful and manageable. The teacher should also give 
clear instructions and offer feedback. For example, after writing a paragraph, students can get a 
checklist to self-assess their grammar, vocabulary, and content. 

Differentiation is also important. For stronger students, tasks can include writing a blog 
post or reading an authentic news article. For weaker students, the same topic can be explored with 
sentence starters or pictures. This way, all students work independently at their own level but 
toward the same goal. 

The teacher plays an important role even when students work alone. They plan tasks, give 
guidance, assess results, and help students reflect. Monitoring can happen through Google Forms, 
progress charts, or feedback sessions. 

In my practical research, I analyzed several English lessons in high school classrooms and 
observed how teachers implement independent work. Most teachers used reading comprehension 
tasks and vocabulary practice. Some lessons included short projects and speaking practice. 
However, challenges such as lack of time, motivation, or poor internet connection were mentioned. 

I also developed several sample tasks. One task asked students to create a digital poster 
introducing their dream country using online resources. Another task involved listening to a 
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podcast episode and summarizing the main points in a short paragraph. These tasks focused on 
reading, listening, writing, and digital presentation skills and were well accepted by students. 

The results of classroom observations and feedback show that independent work improves 
students’ confidence and language performance. Most students feel more engaged when tasks are 
interesting and include digital tools. Teachers confirmed that independent tasks helped them 
identify student progress more easily. 

In conclusion, independent work is not only a way to support foreign language acquisition 
but also an essential part of modern education. When organized properly, it helps students take 
responsibility, improve language skills, and become lifelong learners. 
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
