The qualification work examines the theoretical foundations for activating the
creative potential of primary school pupils. It explores: the activation of pupils’ creative
potential in the process of extracurricular educational work as a psychological and
pedagogical problem; the conceptual and terminological framework of the study; and the
current state of research on this issue in pedagogical theory and in the educational practice
of primary education institutions.

The criteria, their indicators, and the levels of activation of the creative potential
of primary school pupils in the process of extracurricular educational work have been
identified and characterised. The pedagogical conditions for activating the creative
potential of primary school pupils in extracurricular educational work in primary education
institutions have been theoretically substantiated, developed, and experimentally verified
for their effectiveness.
