FEATURES OF THE INFORMATION WAR OF RF AGAINST UKRAINE

The article is devoted to the understanding of the information component of the «hybrid» war, which the
Russian Federation introduced long before the military aggression. It is said that from aggressive information
al and psychological impact suffered not only Ukrainians society, citizens of the post-Soviet countries, but also
other countries of the European Union and the USA not least.
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At the same time, in the scientific research, a brief description of the stages of informational war against
Ukraine is given. Also, tools and mechanisms, used by the Russian Federation in its anti-Ukrainian policy are
described. The measures to counter hostile information operations conducted by Ukraine are also indicated in
the article.

Keywords: information war fare, information war fare tools, Russian propaganda, European Union, US,
Russian-Ukrainian war.

The problem of restoration of the territorial integrity of Ukraine arose in front of our society not only in
connection with the illegal actions of the Russian Federation on the territory of Ukraine, but also due to the
ineffectiveness of the activities of domestic political elites during the quarter century of their alternate staying
in power. Because during this time, no national consolidation ideology was developed, no real directions of
development were defined, which would provide our country with a worthy place in the system of international
economic relations of the new information society, which, in its turn, negatively affected the process of
consolidation of Ukrainian society and establishment of national self-awareness and patriotism of Ukrainians
[6, p. 13].

The Russian Federation began information war against Ukraine long before the beginning of the open
physical aggression of this country. Today, due to the professional use of propaganda techniques that were
used during fascist Germany, 32% of Russians consider Ukraine an enemy that threatens Russia, that is, they
put it in second place (after the US) in the ranking of potential enemies, and 81% of people support Putin's
policy.

Mr. G. Kasyanov, professor, head of the department of modern history and politics of the Institute of
History of Ukraine, emphasizes from his part, that the information war with Ukraine on the part of Russia did
not start with the beginning of military aggression, but much earlier - from 2007 (this coincides, incidentally,
with the foundation of the “Russian World Foundation™). «I can judge about this in my field - history. Russian
historians, governmental and non-governmental organizations have begun a systemic activity, initially using
historical dates associated with the names of Bandera, Shukhevich, «- he noted [9, p. 184].

According to the head of the National Expert Commission of Ukraine for the Protection of Public
Morality, V. Kostytsky, the anti-Ukrainian information warfare was conducted by the Russian Federation for
more than a decade. The basis of this war is the dissemination of invalid, incomplete, biased information about
Ukraine, manipulation of public consciousness for citizens of Ukraine as well as for citizens of other countries,
propaganda of war, national and religious enmity, and changes of the constitutional system of our state through
the violence.

Now this information war has shifted from the latent-masked form to the open one. During the last years
of its activities, the National Commission has monitored the general trends in the information space of
Ukraine, which indicated the rapid deployment of anti-Ukrainian information warfare, covering several
periods.

According to the expert, the first stage of the information war in the media space was determined by the
destruction of Ukrainian self-identification. This happened «softly», but created the prerequisites for further
influence.
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«The anti-Ukrainian information warfare at first took place when our values collapsed because of
information, our identity was destroyed, the alcoholic way of life was trodden, people who were engaged in
corruption were heroicy», he said.

The second stage took place in 2010-2011 and was aimed at «destroying national and interfaith harmony».
At the same time, V. Kostytsky denied the existence of socio-economic bases for confrontation between people
of different confessions and nationalities.

The third stage, according to the head of the National Commission, fell on the period of EuroMaydan.
«And the main blow was directed at discrediting Ukraine as a state, our inability to create a state and build it,
encroach on the territorial integrity, constitutional order, and somewhat later, a massive propaganda of war
begany, said V. Kostytsky.

Now in Ukraine there is a fourth stage of an information war, the specifics of which is psychological
aggression, built on deception and manipulation of public opinion; negation and neglect of Ukrainian
statehood; synchronization of information aggression and military action against Ukraine [7].

According to V. Lizanchuk, «open sources say that there are ten powerful media groups in the Russian
Federation are working against Ukraine, thousands of employed individuals, for which journalism is not a
creative process, but a profitable businessy.

In general, experts singled out the following basic methods of information aggression against Ukraine:

1. Invalid information and manipulation.

2. Propaganda.

3. Diversification of public opinion.

4. Psychological and psychotropic pressure.

5. Distribution of rumors [9, p. 185].

That’s why, by these most used instruments of the information war in Ukraine, as well as abroad (in order
to ensure the widest international support in the European and world institutions for their own geopolitical
goal), the Russian leadership gradually tries to realize its own imperial ambitions [11, p. 117].

It was noted that the primary task of the Russian hybrid war at the first stage of its deployment was the
destruction of the real statehood of Ukraine and the dismemberment of our country on a quasifederative basis
to various, Kremlin-controlled, enclaves. Now the tip of the main blow on the map of the new «Barbaros
plany, which is stored in the safes of the Kremlin strategists, is aimed at Europe. The information component
of this plan is primarily aimed at achieving two priority objectives.

1. The imposing for European politician of Russia's vision of the causes and effects of the war in Ukraine
and viewing Ukraine as a «failed state», as a purely oligarchic state that destroys its own citizens and which
has never been a state. In this regard, so-called «people's republics» (DPR and LNR) are opposed to the State
of Ukraine, as if they are entirely devoid of oligarchic influences. The target audience for this information
attack is both the European expert environment and the media (mass media).

2. Strengthening of internal contradictions between the rich countries of the “rich North” and the “poor
South”, as well as between Europe and the United States.

For this purpose, all toolkits, developed over the last 10-20 years, are used, ranging from direct ideological
and economic pressure to more sophisticated «culturaly approaches. This is primarily about the creation of
expert-analytical structures in Europe, which are controlled by Kremlin heads, about the «personal processing»
of high-profile experts and journalists, and high ranking ex-politicians. For example, the appointment of
former German high-level politicians at senior positions in affiliated with Gazprom's structures, has become
traditional. Not surprisingly that many Russian economic sabotages against Ukraine, beginning with the
construction of gas pipelines bypassing Ukraine and ending with various embargoes, the German side in the
face of such figures as Gerhard Schroeder, often justifies by the fact that for the West Russia is primarily a
valuable economic partner, which should not be lost because of Ukraine.

In addition, today you can see at least two dominant lines by which Russia is informationally «knocking»
on EU countries in the context of the Ukrainian crisis.

The first goal is to try to reach understanding with the West, first of all, by «economizingy the Ukrainian-
Russian war. That is to prove to the West that it makes no sense for it to get involved in a long-standing
confrontation with Russia, as it strikes the pockets of ordinary Europeans. The main task here is to bring the
problem from the regional and global security to the level of the usual «calculator». And it should be noted that
the strategy of applying to the «stomach» can be quite effective.

The second goal is to break the Euro-Atlantic unity, reinforcing existing contradictions between Europe
and the United States. The targeted propaganda of the idea is that the United States is attempting, with the
hands and means of Europeans, to wage war (first of all economic) with Moscow, which harms the interests of
European capitals. This strategy is also quite successful, and politicians who advocate extremely pro-Russian
positions come to power in a large number of countries. Today it's Greece. In France, one of the candidates for

the presidency was the pro-Russian nationalist Marie Le Penn. Positions of Russia and in some Eastern
European states are also strong [2, p. 515].

It is worth noting that more and more Russian resources are being invested in state and controlled media.
Russia has increased funding for internationally broadcast TV channels, RT and Russia Today. In 2016, RT,
distributing information in English, Spanish and Arabic, received 19 billion rubles ($ 307 million). Russia
allocated 80.2 billion rubles for state mass media, which is 30% more compared to last year [3].

However, all this does not mean that Ukraine and democratic Europe will not find in the near future an
asymmetrical democratic response to the threats and challenges of aggressive Kremlin propaganda. Especially
if the EU countries realize that countering the Kremlin's information aggression is as urgent priority for them
as for Ukraine. The European partners need to understand the value of Ukraine as a partner, as Ukraine, during
a long ideological confrontation with Russian aggression, has developed certain information immunity, has
obvious strong internal security frames that have been formed either situationally or forcedly during the last
years of an active struggle for independence and territorial integrity.

The advantages of Ukraine in the information war with Russia should include:

a) ideologically monolithic society;

b) a clear understanding by all the social strata of the fact that information warfare as part of a «hybrid»
war is actually being conducted against them as against society.

Ukraine is already practically applying the first set of means of counteracting anti-Ukrainian information
measures of the enemy. Unfortunately, this is not an offensive but a defensive one.

And Ukraine could not only learn something in the West (in particular, the practice of designing and
implementing strategic communications), but also teach the West itself to fight Russian propaganda. For
example, in Ukraine there are several projects that systematically discuss Russian news and show the degree of
lies in them. We are beginning to understand what should be used to counteract Russian propaganda
effectively, although we do not always have the means to implement such projects. For the EU this is a less
significant problem. Therefore, Ukraine and the Western world can help each other in the fight against Russian
propaganda and prevent the spread of further instability (regional and global) in a civilized world - something
that Russia strives to do.

However, in Europe only now comes the understanding of the need for effective counteraction to Russian
information aggression. Partially, this can be explained by a certain «variegatedness» of Europe, which is an
extremely complex formation from the point of view not only of politics, culture and the humanitarian sphere,
but also from the point of view of ethnoconfessionalism. Accordingly, a lot of complicated internal discussions
in Europe are now being held, that the present Kremlin leadership place a bet on, creating challenges and
threats to the Joint European Project. It should be added that in the post-war Europe certain political, legal and
philosophical traditions of pacifism (peace-loving) have developed, that make it extremely difficult to respond
to the specific challenges that Russia is infused with its aggressive external information policy. All of this is
well understood by Russia and it is trying to use it in its own interests, and to some extent succeeds [2, p. 515].

It is also worth noting that for many Europeans the participation in the Ukrainian conflict is
psychologically discomfortable. On the one hand, it requires moral and voluntary mobilization, for which most
of the inhabitants of the prosperous countries of the West may not yet see sufficient grounds. At the same time,
one must admit that Europe has not yet believed in Ukraine's belonging to the world of European values
sufficiently, to defend its freedom and sovereignty as its own interests [8, p. 159]

It should be noted that the special cynicism of Russian propaganda, aimed at the EU, is not even, in the
very fact, such an informational attack, but that Russia is agitating against the western lifestyle, against the
norms and principles of Western civilization, using the Western norms of freedom of speech. Russian
propaganda channels conduct a conscious struggle against the basics of the Western world, attacking the basic
principles of freedom of speech, solidarity, sociality, political correctness, and human rights. That is, all that is
the basis of the existence of modern European civilization.

Therefore, Europe must understand that the information war against it is already being carried out, and if
we do not respond to Russia's threat immediately and adequately, then, in the near future, you can get a
completely disintegrated own information space, increasing internal contradictions and a significant weakening
of your own security space. And this is not in the interests of Ukraine. Therefore, Ukraine and Europe in
opposing Russian aggression in the information space are natural allies and must seek answers to the
challenges and threats, created by the Kremlin, together. Indeed, without such a response, the integrity and
sovereignty of European states will not be able to be secured, and in the near future, Europe risks turning into a
second reissue («updated and corrected»), controlled from Moscow, East-European «social camp» [2, p. 515].

It can be stated that the hybrid method of aggression, that Russia applies not only to Ukraine but also to
democratic states in general, gradually destroys our understandable world order, and to a large extent we are
seeing how this «wave» leaves us its «fragments». Systemic discredit of international law, the resumption of
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the border problem (and the transformation of migration processes into weapons), the destruction of trust in the
media system, the new post-Cold War round of propaganda - are just a small part of those processes that are
being formed and supported by the Russian Federation. Herewith, the current legal framework for the
functioning of States often prevents them from responding to new challenges, as this entails a crisis of
democratic values. However, in these conditions, there are no more hopes for a return to our understandable
norms. The reality has changed - the world has shifted.

For the first time in Ukraine's existence, «state information policy» has evolved from quasi-non-reality to
reality, the importance of which has become clear to every citizen. The information component of the hybrid
aggression turned out to be no less powerful than military and economic, and even in the context of a relative
military lull, the RF continues its destructive informational operations against Ukraine, trying to provoke social
instability, carrying out informational and psychological influences on the personnel of the Ukrainian Armed
Forces, carrying out cyber attacks against important infrastructural objects.

Of course, active measures to counter hostile informational operations are possible only when it becomes
one of the priorities of state policy [4, p. 90].

It should be noted that in the last (2017) year, the state's policy in the area of protecting its information
space and providing information security in general has become more complex and effective. It can be stated
that after the particularly difficult years of 2014-2015, in 2016 the state began to form a comprehensive system
for countering the information component of the hybrid war. In 2017, the active development of this process is
taking place, agreed decisions are followed, a fairly good balance between restrictive (for enemy content and
destructive actions of the enemy) and stimulating (for own content) measures, both in terms of protecting the
interests of citizens, society and the state, and for further development of its information space. At the same
time, the aggressor does not reduce the pressure on the information space of Ukraine, trying to shock the
values, moral settings of society, undermine the trust of citizens in the government and in transformations that
it performs, to destroy the established processes of circulation of information and to erase the notion of «truth»
[1].

Ukraine actively opposes all of these destructive influences, developing regulatory and institutional
capacities, increasing funding for information security. In particular, in 2015, under the budget article
«Implementation of measures in the field of protection of the national information space», 2 million
800 thousand UAH were allocated.

In 2016, there was no such article in the main financial document of the country. And in 2017, 33 million
600 thousand UAH will be spent on measures to protect the national information space [5].

The adoption of the Doctrine of Ukraine's Information Security was an important stage in the formation of
a modern state information policy. The document formed the basic approaches to the formation of a protection
system and development of the information space in the conditions of globalization and free circulation of
information, as well as functioning of the state in the conditions of use of the information sphere by the
aggressor as the key arena of confrontation. An important achievement of the Doctrine is a clear definition of
mechanisms for its implementation, which will make this fundamental document virtually meaningful [10].

Other important steps for the development and protection of the national information space should
include:

* solving the problem of the exchange of information with limited access between Ukraine and NATO;

* termination of intergovernmental agreements with the Russian Federation on cooperation in the field of
television, radio broadcasting and information;

« improvement of the procedure for applying sanctions by the National Council of Ukraine on television
and radio broadcasting and expanding the list of grounds for re-issuing of a license;

* depriving Russian special services of the opportunity to monitor Ukrainian citizens through the blocking
of relevant sites [1].

A separate important area is the in-depth reform of the system of informational positioning of Ukraine on
the international arena. It must be admitted that, in spite of all reforms (rather attempts to reform) of this
sphere, we still have the same Soviet model of foreign political information. The Russian Federation itself
convincingly proves us how ineffective it is. Despite of the general impression of the reconstruction of the
similar model in Russia, it carried out a rather serious reform of it. The foreign information policy of this
country has become more dynamic (due to the creation of numerous «non-governmental foundations» or
interaction with Western experts), more modern and it more actively involves the functional capabilities of
special services.

It must be admitted that Russia has more financial means for promotion of this direction, which, however,
does not mean that it is the only reason of the «new Kremlin propaganda» success. Moscow effectively uses
the existing international informational infrastructure, understands how this infrastructure works, how to work
with new media (and when it does not understand - trying to find new opportunities).
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The essential difference between Ukrainian and Russian external information is not even in different
material and technical starting positions. Russia managed to find the most important thing for effective
information activity - a clear and understandable narrative, a story that does not dissonant with internal
stereotypical or cultural principles of the democratic countries inhabitants. Moreover, their narrative has an
effective system of segmentation not only for the population of different countries, but also within the same
country for different target audiences. This is exactly what Ukrainian information positioning in the world
often lacks [4, p. 90].

Thus, the events in the East of Ukraine, the Ukrainian-Russian information confrontation, associated with
them, have become a tragic illustration of the development of computerized technologies in the military field,
representations of hybrid and information-psychological wars that combine the use of information (including
information and psychological) and force components of pressure on the enemy. For example, the armed
conflicts of recent years and conflicts with an emphasis on the information component of society are
increasingly convinced us that informational aggression in modern society requires special attention and public
response. And it is not less responsible than direct armed aggression.

The specialists begin to make sure that the information-psychological war in our time becomes destructive
for the individual and society, by the absolute inevitability of its influence. It acts on the underlying processes
of assimilating the content of information used by people about the world and society as established,
consolidated by the experience of many generations of this ethnos standards of assessments of reality and
behavior. It can directly destroy the foundations of national self-identification.

These events have also become a convincing proof that comprehensive information aggression in modern
conditions requires adequate action to neutralize it. Such actions should be realized in the clear coordination of
the whole system of informational and analytical support of the society in order to inform the public of the
content of the state policy, activities, aimed at neutralizing aggression, refuting false arguments for neutralizing
all the other negative influences on the domestic information sphere.

Therefore, in today's conditions, effective opposition to information aggression against Ukraine can only
be ensured by consolidating of the society on the basis of national state ideology. Only contemporary national
ideology in a mentally complex Ukrainian society can become a factor in uniting the East and West, the South
and North of our diverse society. It should be based on the system of spiritual and value orientations of the
Ukrainian people, to become a guide for the prospects of national development, a guarantor of the national and
state stability in all the trials that Ukrainian people would undergo in the context of the development of the
information society.
