The research deals with the specifics of democratic consolidation of Ukrainian society taking into
accountthe security component and defines categories and concepts such as "democratic consolidation”
and "consolidated democracy”.

The research has analyzed the tools and mechanisms for implementing the process of democratic
consolidation. The research states that the defining task of this process is to strengthen young
democracies andtheir stabilization, protection from external and internal destabilizing factors, elimination
ofvarious conflict agents that threaten with the return of oligarchic autocracy or classical authoritarianism.

The research has identified main factors and reasons that hinder the quality implementation of the
democratic consolidation of Ukrainian society. It has been found that democratic consolidation is achieved
through national consensus or various political beliefs, or alternative self-identification of citizens who
are patriots of their state.

The research has shown the main reasons that hinder the consolidation of Ukrainians on democratic
principles and values. Non-governmental organizations, the democratic opposition and an active civil
society play a key role in this process. The process of consolidation of political elites on a democratic
platform, highly dependent on the existing active egalitarian electorate. Since electoral egalitarianism is
a prerequisite for the establishment of mechanisms for the implementation of democratic consolidation,
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The research has proved that the weakness of democratic consolidation in the political environment of
the Ukrainian nation is determined by the following factors: geopolitical component; transnational
lobbying; inefficiency of Ukrainian political elites as players and full-fledged subjects at the international
level (due to their corruption and managerial modality); difficulties in the implementation of European
and international legislation in Ukraine, etc. This situation weakens Ukraine.
